MUDAM will contribute to build an Artfriendly collection of art editions by suggesting a selection of artists. The idea is to invite artists to paint on a wall at MUDAM shop, at the entrance of the museum and to present it to the public at a Wednesdays@MUDAM, an after work event taking place every Wednesday evening.

"The first artist we have selected is madeByhujo, an artistic project full of humour and freedom signed Victor Fereirra. This multidisciplinary artist, who is very active on the electronic music scene, is more know under the name of Sug(r)cane or SterOneric. His work will be presented will be presented on march 3rd" declares Anna Loporcaro, head of events at MUDAM. 

Editions developed by madeByhujo for Artfriendly will be proposed to the public as extensions of his wall painting. Initially proposed in exclusivity at the MUDAM shop, the editions will also be proposed, at a later stage, through the other usual distribution channels of the label: on the web, in places like the BOZARSHOP in Brussels as well as with Bongo, who has recently developed a gift box with Artfriendly proposed in over 250 sales points in Belgium and in Luxembourg.

The idea is to invite an artist every new season to paint on the wall of the museum, to present his work at an event and to progressively build the Artfriendly collection. Once completed, the collection will be presented in Brussels as a retrospective exhibition.

 "We are delighted about this collaboration with MUDAM. The aim is art that is accessible to the greatest number » declares Pierre Fuzio, initiator of the Artfriendly project. 

"We have decided to collaborate with Artfriendly because we have been seduced by its responsible approach, by the quality of their work and by the « 1 artwork + 1 tree » concept allowing us to take part to combating climate change " adds Anna Loporcaro.
